Trax understands the complexity

demand for its product expertise.
Unlike other major balance weight
manufacturers in Europe, Japan and
the USA, Trax has not had the
advantage of a national car industry
with which to develop its products - the
company has therefore consistently
needed to work harder and smarter,
introducing new thinking into balance
weight materials and design.

The highly successful cam-backed Trax
series 200 universal weight for steel wheels

Trax developments have included
being the rst European company to
offer lead-free clip-on weights and the
invention of the “cam backed” weight
for higher retention and universal t.
More recently the Trax has
developed clip-on weights for car
companies that offer a “no damage”
option on weight tment to alloy rims.

Trax has pioneered the use of steel as
a better technical and typically lower
cost solution for lead-free adhesive
weights. Trax supplies steel adhesive
weights to a number of OE companies.
Steel is seen as a preferred mate-

rial due to its abundance and ease of
recycleability

Trax has a wide range of problem
solving and consultancy skills in
product design and the manufacture of
wheel balance weights. This has also
led the company to design and build its
own die-casting machines.

Trax is now recognised as a leader in
balance weight design and innovation.




Aftermarkets

The success of the Trax brand across
European markets has been the
development of its universal weights
for steel and alloy rims. What mass
markets require are fewer weights and
UNIVERSAL weights. The Trax
branded green and black boxes
reassure customers that they are
using weights from a reliable and
quality source — important when there
are many weights on the market which
do not perform. Trax weights are
recognised as being amongst the best
available on the market offering
excellent universal design with high
levels of consistency available through
OE developed quality systems.

As one of Europe’s largest weight
manufacturers and aftermarket
suppliers, the company serves large
and small customers with a wide range
of quality weights.

A private label facility is available

The company pioneered the sale of
uncoated zinc balance weights for
steel rims advising customers from
the rstintroduction of zinc lead-free
weights in 2005 that the additional
cost of coating for such a requirement
was not essential. Such has been
the customer response that now in
most European markets over 80% of
weights sold for steel wheels by Trax
are uncoated. Both coated and
uncoated weights are available.

Trax recommends the use of coated
weights for alloy rim clip-on weights.
However for steel wheels where the
cosmetic appearance is not usually
necessary, the lower cost uncoated
weights can be used. The weight
needs to last for the life of the tyre and
not the life of the car. The customer
has been offered a choice as to what
is available, either coated or uncoated
weights — depending on customer
requirements. Trax sells universal
clip-on weights for steel and alloy rims
both coated and uncoated as required
by the market.

As approved by Ford for high levels of
retention on alloy wheels. The cam on the
back of the weight opens the clip for

signi cantly higher levels of grip to ensure the
weight does not move on heavy braking. The
weight is plastic coated to OE standards.

Series 326C Universal weight for alloy wheels (plastic coated)

Universal for alloy wheels, this weight is
designed to t most European cars including,
VW, Vauxhall-Opel, Ford (324C preferred),
BMW, Renault, Peugeot, Fiat, Skoda, Seat,
Volvo, Rover, MB. Plastic coated to car
companies standards with a good silver
colour match to alloy wheels. Approved by
Volvo & Renault.

For heavier
section rims which can be found on some
Japanese cars (eg Nissan, Toyota & Honda) weight
series 340C should be considered.

Adhesive weights - cars

Why use steel ?

Trax has pioneered the use of steel as a material for adhesive
weights. Being 20% more dense than zinc, steel is the natural choice
for adhesive weights. This offers a shorter weight and better technical
solution and is also typically a lower cost material.

Steel adhesive weights are now used by a number of car
manufacturers including Volvo, Ford, Land Rover, Renault and
Toyota. Almost all Japanese car manufacturers use steel or iron
adhesive weights as original equipment. Steel is a preferred material
due to its common use as a material in cars and its ease of
recyclability. Steel also tends to offer more price stability.

Series 610C slimline standard 3.8mm high

An easy to use quality strip weight ideal for gener-
al tyre shop and garage use. Slimline in shape the
weight has a good level or corrosion resistance to
meet most requirements.

Adhesive weights - motorcycle

EU legislation 2000/53/EC banned the use of lead as a material for
balance weights from July 2005 for vehicles up to 3.5 tonnes. Motor-
cycles are exempt from this requirement so lead can still be used if
required.

Series 630C 15mm wide strip - 60g steel strip

Used also for passenger cars this dual prupose
weight can be used as a general purpose adhe-
sive weight for motorcycles. 15mm wide by 4.8mm
high it is suitable for a wide range of modern
motorcycle wheels. Plastic coated.
